Eternal Impact: Session 2
                       From Jerusalem to the Ends of the Earth
Pre DVD Intro: Last week we talked about the goal of this study: to use the Word of God to guide and direct us to become people who truly make an eternal impact. This week we will see how we all have the privilege of being a part of taking the gospel to the nations.

Discussion Intro: God has called us to a life that is far beyond average and ease. When you think about the life of a Christian being beyond average what comes to your mind? What things should a Christian possess to make an eternal impact with their life? (You can ask these as discussion questions or just ask them as an introduction, the study today should answer these as you go.)
Read: Acts 1:1-11 
1. In verse 3 it says “he showed himself alive by many proofs.” ESV (Discuss with the class some of the Scriptural proofs we have that Jesus did raise from the dead. Consider the reality of Jesus being alive, no longer on a cross, no longer in the grave.) What is the difference between a person who lives as though Jesus has been defeated and a person that is convinced that He is alive? (The direction of this question will hopefully bring out the reality that many Christians do not live as though Jesus is alive. Those who live convinced that he is alive and moving today live a much different life. See other attachment for convincing proofs.)

2. In the video Hemphill said that we as believers “are Salt and Light”, that “we are witnesses.” What changes in us when we realize these things aren’t options, but they are part of our identity as believers? (When we recognizet this is who we are and who He is making us to be, it helps us become more diligent in working with God to mold us into the people He desires us to be, instead of living in opposition against Him.)
3. Referring to Acts 1:8, what will give us the ability to be witnesses? How do we become people that don’t just recognize this, but live out being witnesses in Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth? (There are many answers to this, but the main thought is that we have to each personally embrace the task and become personally involved in all areas of our life in seeing it come to reality. This all being through the strength that God gives us.)
Read: Acts 2:17-24, a portion of this is Peter quoting, Joel 2:27-32
4. In this passage we see what happens when the Holy Spirit moves through us. What is the message that is spoken through Peter in this passage? How do we individually and as a church experience God using us to amplify this message? (This is what God wants to do through us. Help your class see that God is the same God today as he was then and He still wants this message proclaimed through all of us to the nations)
5. How can we as a Church embrace seeing the Gospel move from Jerusalem to the ends of the earth? (embracing our identity, embracing our mission, embracing the strength that is ours in Christ)
