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Characteristics of a Great Church
1. A great church believes and teaches the Bible. Does the pastor encourage people to follow his sermon in the Bible? Is the sermon Bible-based? Do people sitting around you have their Bible open?  


2. A great church takes prayer and worship seriously. Do you sense God’s presence in the worship service? Does the worship leader focus your attention on God?  Is prayer an integral part of the worship service? Are there other times when people gather for corporate prayer?


3. A great church has a passion for the world and an active concern for the lost. Does the church have an outreach strategy? Do people in small groups pray for their lost friends? Are people regularly encouraged to bring friends to church events?


4. A great church is generous about giving to others and has a strategy for reaching Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, and the ends of the earth (Acts 1:8). What percentage of the budget is allocated for outreach? What about mission giving? Do the people seem to have enthusiasm for giving?


5. A great church is cooperative in spirit, structure, and practice. Do they fellowship with other churches of like faith and practice? Do they work with others in meeting social and spiritual needs of the community?  


6. A great church teaches sound doctrine based on Scripture and not tradition. Ask to see the church’s statement of faith.  


7. A great church has a genuine sense of community. Do people appear to enjoy each other’s company? Is there a sense of excitement in the hallways? Do they pray for each other’s needs?
