Growing Daily – Week 2
Day 1

Work on memorizing your Power Verse, “But, as the One who called you is holy, you also are to be holy in all your conduct”. (1 Peter 1:15)
In yesterday’s session your small group discussed what it meant to be holy.  We are called by God to be set apart, to be different.  That is the beginning of Empowering Kingdom Growth.  No one will be drawn to Christ through your life, if it looks just like theirs.  Write down ways that you are set apart from things of the world.  Write down one area where you would like to improve “your conduct” so that you are more set apart.
  Day 2
Read Exodus 3:12.  The verse you just read was God’s promise to Moses to one day bring the Israelite people to Mount Sinai.  What does this verse say the people will do at the mountain?
The Israelites had been brought there based upon God’s promise.  Where has God placed you?

Write down places where you go regularly.  (Example – school or home)  What ways are you worshipping God in these places?  If you are not worshiping Him in one of these places, write down ways that you can begin doing so.

Day 3
In last week’s session you talked about military families being a “moveable possession.”  Just as military personnel often deny themselves the comfort of living in the same place or staying in America so that others may attain freedom, we must deny the contentment of sin in ourselves so that we can help those around us see the freedom that God has already won for them through Christ.  What areas of comfort do you need to deny yourself?  Write down what is keeping you from sharing about Jesus with those you meet.  (Example – pride or fear)
Now, write a prayer to God asking Him to forgive you for not handing over this comfort that you have held onto for too long.  Ask Him to give you the strength, the words, and the willingness to witness to someone today.  

Day 4
Read 1 Corinthians 3:5-17.  Yesterday you read about denying yourself the “comforts” of pride of fear, etc. so that you could more effectively focus on Kingdom growth, sharing Jesus.  We realize that sharing Jesus with others is like planting and watering a seed.  As people we can plant the seed of salvation and we can water it, but Who makes it grow?

Who is the foundation?

Who do you know that needs the seeds of salvation to be planted and watered in their life?  Will you be willing to begin sharing about the freedom they can find in Jesus, remembering that God alone is the One who will give the “growth”?

Day 5
God had already freed the Israelites from their slavery, but now He was promising even more blessings if they would listen to Him and carefully keep His covenant (obey).  (Exodus 19:5-6)  Why do you obey? 

We should obey God out of our thankfulness for what He has done for us through Jesus.  Too often we obey in order to gain something or to avoid punishment.  He has already freed us from the slavery we had in sin, but He is promising us even more blessings: a deep and growing relationship with Him.  The more you listen to God and obey Him, the stronger your relationship with Him will grow.

What is motivating your obedience to God?  Are you obeying out of duty (like a soldier) or out of gratitude?
