Growing Daily – Week 3
Day 1

Work on memorizing your Power Verse: “But as for me, I will never boast about anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, through Whom the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world.”  (Galatians 6:14)
Yesterday in your group session your leader talked about the way our names reflect who we are.  As a Christian, as a Kingdom person, if you boast in nothing except Jesus, what difference would that make in your daily life?
What does it mean to say that “the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world”?  How does this relate to the truths we learned about being holy and set apart?
  Day 2
Alexander the Great was in a fierce battle when he saw one of his soldiers flee in fear.  Normally this offense would have been punishable by immediate death.  The soldier, hardly more than a boy, was brought before the conqueror.  When asked his name, the young man answered, “Alexander.”  Those watching this encounter noted that Alexander the Great softened upon hearing the soldier’s name was the same as his own.  He spared the man’s life with these words, “Change your name or change your behavior!”

Find a verse in the Bible that reminds us that our behavior must change when we become Kingdom people.  Write it down in the space below.
Day 3
Read Samuel 7:16-26.  In Session 2 your leader talked about the motives behind David’s prayer that God would keep His promise to make David’s kingdom last forever.  Verse 26 tells us David’s motive.  Write it down here.
How are your prayers focused?  What are the motives behind your prayers?  Are they endless requests of things you want God to do to make your life more comfortable, or are they focused on finding ways to make God’s name great?

Write a prayer to God that focuses on asking Him to show you ways that you can change your behavior to help exalt His name.

Day 4
Write a list of 4-5 of the most recent movies, TV shows, magazines, books or songs that you have seen, read, or heard.

How have each of these media images or songs helped God’s Name?


How have each of these media images or songs hurt God’s Name?

If you are spending more time watching, looking at, reading or listening to things of this world that are not exalting God’s Name, write a prayer asking God to help you change some of these to more God-focused things.  If the media images or songs you spend time watching or listening to helped God’s Name, write a prayer asking God to open up opportunities for you to share these materials with people you know and meet.
Day 5
1 Kings 8:41-43 was Solomon’s prayer at the dedication of the temple.  List possible ministries that could be done to reach out to the “foreigners” who are not yet Kingdom people, and to make His name great.
