Growing Daily – Week 4
Day 1

Work on memorizing your Power Verse: “Do not be conformed to this age, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may discern what is the good, pleasing, and perfect will of God.”  (Romans 12:2)
Look up the word conformed in a Bible dictionary and write down the definition.

Look up the word transformed in a Bible dictionary and write down the definition.

What is the spiritual difference between being conformed and being transformed?
  Day 2
Read Proverbs 1:11-12. We know that if God disciplines those He loves, then we want Him to discipline us when we “fumble the ball” and mess up.  When we sin we’re hurting others, not just ourselves.  Just like the football player who gave up an interception that affected the whole team, every time we sin, we are affecting those around us and weakening our usefulness for God’s Kingdom work.  Write down a time when you messed up.
How did God discipline you?  What were the consequences for your sin?

Verse 11 tells us not to loathe His discipline.  Discipline is God’s way of showing that He is not abandoning us, but molding us into His moveable possession.  Have you thanked God for His discipline?  Write a prayer thanking God for not abandoning you in your time of sin, and for disciplining you like a Father does for “the son he delights in”.
Day 3
Ezekiel 36:25-29, 32, 36 and 38 tells of the restoration the Israelites could look forward to after their “discipline” or exile into Babylon.  Reread these verses.  Think back to a time that you were being disciplined by your parents or your Heavenly Father.  Did you allow that time to be a “cleansing” and a renewal of your spirit, or did you become callous and angry?
When people around you see you being disciplined, what do they see? (Anger and resentment or gratitude and humility)  

During last weeks’ session you discussed how the nations that remained around Israel would see the restoration that the Israelites experienced and that they would “know that I am the LORD” as a result of the renewal that took place after the Israelites were disciplined.  Who do you come in contact with who can see God’s power when you turn from your sin to God?  Write their name here and write a prayer asking God to show you ways to display the cleansing and new heart that you have experienced.
Day 4
God removed the Israelites’ hearts of stone and gave them hearts of flesh.  When we become a Kingdom person, when we allow Him to be the King of our lives, God gives us a heart of flesh too.  Write down your testimony, the time your King gave you a heart of flesh.
What is different about the way you live now, compared to what your life was like before you became a Christian?

In your own words, describe how a Kingdom person should live.  Find 2-3 Scripture passages to support your description.
Day 5

Once the kingdom of heaven has come near to you and you repent of your sins, those self-centered desires should be replaced with desires to do God’s will and to share Him with others every chance you get.  True repentance is turning away from yourself and turning to God.  So how about you?  Have you allowed God to fully take over?  Let’s take a survey.  Rate the following scenarios from 1-10, with 1 being bored out of your mind and 10 being so excited you can hardly stand it.
