Growing Daily – Week 6
Day 1

Work on memorizing your Power Verse:  “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.”  (Matthew 6:21)

List things that are important to you, things that motivate you.
Look back over your list.  Did you include anything that focuses on God and His Kingdom’s work?

List things of God that you treasure.  Write down what motivates you concerning His Kingdom.
Day 2
In Session 5 you took time with your group to look over and discuss the Lord’s Prayer.  (Matthew 6:9-13).  Your leader handed you a copy of the Lord’s Prayer and you picked out the phrases that Jesus used that portray ways to (1) Embody God’s Name, (2) Embrace God’s mission, and (3) Obey God’s Word.    Throughout this experience you have been asked to write numerous prayers to God.  Look back through your Growing Daily prayers and write down the phrases that you prayed that spoke to God about ways to: 
1. Embody God’s Name
2. Embrace God’s mission
3. Obey God’s Word

Are your prayers lacking anything, or falling short?  Are they more “me and mine” focused?  Whether your prayers focus mainly on your own personal wants, or more on God’s desires, take the time to write a prayer that focuses on each of the above actions.    
Day 3


How much time do you spend talking on the phone or posting and chatting on the internet?  


How much time do you spend praying?

Read 1 Thessalonians 5:17.  Praying for the opportunity to do Kingdom work in your daily life means that you should be praying daily.  Are you praying daily right now?  
Day 4

Reread Matthew 6:19-21.  What happens to earthly treasures?

What happens to heavenly treasures?

Where are you storing up treasures?  Are you more motivated by the approval of your friends, than the approval or your God?  Which approval is more important?
Day 5
Thinking back on this week’s Power Verse, what are some problems that can come from trying to store up earthly treasures?


What are some benefits that can come from trying to store up heavenly treasures?


What are you doing right now that is making a difference for eternity?

Day 6

Over the past 40 days you have experienced quite a ride.  Hopefully you have spent more time in the Word, more time praying, and more time looking for Kingdom opportunities.  Will you commit to continue to spend time daily reading the Word, praying, and looking for ways that you can Empower Kingdom Growth?
